Generations of Goran members
has gradually created their own identity in the vast field of Croatian culture by profoundly
honouring traditional music, dances, songs and at the same time paying special attention
to preserved Croatian national garments. The group owns 480 individual pieces of
traditional costumes from various parts of Croatia. Devoted to traditional music, songs
and dances the group gradually created an integral collection of
choreographed folk dances from all parts of Croatia, brought to
light by researchers of Croatian folk tradition. Today the group
is under the guidance of excellent folklore experts and has around
80 members, mostly students, who are dancers, singers and
tamburitza players.

Dancis was established in 1946 and it is the eldest and most famous folk-dance group
in Latvia. The group was founded by students at the University of Latvia and it consists
of approximately 85 members. It is accompanied by a vocal instrumental group and its
repertoire consists of a wide variety of Latvian dances ranging from ethnographic dance,
folkdances to new and fantasy dances. Rapid polka type dances interchange with ceremonial,
slow and flowing dances re-enacting family celebrations, growth ring traditions and
processes in nature. Dancis has performed in almost all

European countries and it regularly participates in festivals
in France, Italy, Germany and Portugal. In 1999 it won
the Grand Prix in the 2" International Dance and Music
Festival at Fivizano, Italy.
