The folklore group was founded in 1979 at Kaunas Faculty of Humanities, Vilniaus
University. The members of the group popularise old Lithuanian traditions, songs,
dances and country music. The repertoire is based on the material collected during
summer expeditions to Lithuanian villages where students meet old people and learn
about country traditions from them. Another part of the repertoire is composed
from material kept in folklore archives. When performing, group members wear
national costumes representing all ethnographic regions of Lithuania. ‘Uosinta’ has
performed in many town and villages of Lithuania, travelled with concerts to Estonia
and Ukraine presented Lithuanian folk art to spectators in France, Norway, Switzerland
and Germany.
