4rd Mediterranean Folklore Dance Festival

Conditions of Participation

1. Participating folk dance groups will arrive to Cyprus early in the morning of the 11th of September 2009 and leave on the 16th of September 2009. If flights are not available, groups can arrive before the 11th of September 2009 and depart after the 16th but they have to pay their accommodation. 
2. Each group must not exceed 24 people, including directors, dancers, musicians, translators.

3. Each group member must be older than 17 years old.

4. The international travel expenses of the folk dance groups will be paid by the participants themselves.

5. Accommodation in hotel apartments in Larnaca, three (3) to four (4) persons per room, will be covered by the organizers for the specified period. If they wish to stay longer than the period stated (5 nights), or need to stay longer due to flight schedules, they will have the following option:

To pay €80 for each participant per night to the Festival organizers. This will include breakfast and two meals. (Full Board accommodation).
6. The language of the festival will be Greek and English. Translators will be assigned by the organizers upon request.

7. The organizers cannot guarantee same room accommodation for married couples.

8. The Festival program will be distributed to the participants upon arrival and the participants will be expected to abide by it.

9. The participant may not engage in any festival activity without the consent of the festival committee.

10. The groups shall perform with live music.

11. All performances will take place in open air.

12. The groups must organize performance pieces of 5΄, 10΄ and 15΄ minutes.

13. The groups should bring two flags of their country to the Festival.

14. For preparation of the festival’s booklet, participants are required to send information on their work and pictures in electronic form, as soon as possible, but not later than1st of may 2009
15. Each night participants are welcome to introduce their country and culture through the stands that will be available and organised prior to performances, where they can present and sell souvenirs and handicraft from their country. This may also be in the form of offering wine or other products to the audience.
16.  Participants are responsible for obtaining visas for entering the Cyprus Republic, from the relevant embassy/consulate of Cyprus in their country. Access in Cyprus will be denied to all Non-EU residents, lacking proper documentation
